At the mid-year point Reading has out pefiormed other Thames ‘dlley towns with
total recorded take-up of 175,234 sq ft for the year so far This is made up of 79,334
sq ftin Q1 and 95,900 sq ft in Q2. Bke-up for Q2, is the highest second quder
since 2000.

After a slow first quarter the level of demand inceased, but tailed of towards the
end June, a seasonal &nd. Similar to the Thames &lley in general, occupational
demand remains stongest in the sub 10,000 sq ft size band and accounts for 79%
of registered demand.

Junction 11 Impr ovements (M4 Motor way)

The most impotant motorway gateway improvement to Reading has
finally received Govenment funding. After five years of campaigning the
major improvements to J11 including Mee Park park and ride ae likely to
start in early 2007. This will ease the daily peak hour congestion on the
A33 relief road and Junction 11 tail backs on the M4 motoway. The A33
provides access to GenPark, Reading Interational and the new
development at OSouthsideO.

Reading Railway Station

Funding to increase the number of platfoms at Reading station has been
confirmed. This will ease the pesent peak time bottleneck and educe
delays. A futher update on this major transpot issue will be povided

in our Q3 edition.
